Working Smarter 8using your new personal user name and password for the UNIS Portal

On Tuesday of this week each parent would have received an email giving them a personal user name and password for
gaining access to the UNIS portal. There is one code for Dad and a different code for Mom and elsewhere in Tin Tuc we
have a handy ‘cutout and keep’ memory aid for this information to encourage you to keep the information handy (perhaps
by your computer or in your purse).

Learning research tells us that unless there is a good level of motivation for learning a new behavior then it is unlikely that
the behavior will become established... well this article is going to suggest four (motivational) reasons why we would like
you to use your personal user name and password:

1. In using your personal user name and password we can track who is engaging with the school’s information and
(importantly) who is not. This means we can adapt our communication strategy if we are aware that some sections
of our community are not being reached with our information.

2. We can conduct ballots for the election of UNIS board members (which is why you have individual and not family log
-in numbers).

3. In the first week of January, Elementary School parents will be able to directly sign-up their children into session 2
classes of After School Activities. More information will be sent directly to ES parents in December about this
experimental innovation which will eventually be available school-wide.

4. It is hoped to have a school wide system where you (as parents) select your own appointments from lists of available
meeting times. This will mean you are in a position to select times convenient to your agenda and immediately see
those appointments confirmed.

The initial launch of the personal user name and password codes on Tuesday 24™ November, advertised as an ‘attraction’
that parents would have access to their own child’s ‘portfolios’; in hindsight this privilege of ‘access’ is not a huge
motivational draw! In MS/HS students and faculty are using these folders on a limited-basis. MS/HS patents can view when
assignments are due and if the assignment has been completed and submitted.

We must clarify that NO Elementary School students are currently using accessible networked folders for file storage. The
Elementary School is still reviewing the best practice for student file storage therefore there is presently nothing in any network

files.

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Quarter 1 Reports
Since returning from the autumn break it really has been a flurry of activity in the MS/HS. The publication of the First Quarter

reports on Friday the 6% of November corresponded with a considerable buzz around the campus as students collected their
reports in the afternoon and prepared themselves for conversations with parents over the weekend.
Feedback received from parents was very positive as to the information communicated in the reports.

A Wealth of Opportunities
There have been a number of opportunities for MS/HS students to be engaged in significant learning

experiences outside the classroom so far during this second quarter, some of which have already been
shared in eatlier Tin Tuc articles. These include: an Operation Smile Mission in Hai Phuong, the
THIMUN Conference in Singapore, Habit for Humanity trip to Hai Dung, MRISA Senior Volleyball
hosted here at UNIS, MRISA Junior Basketball in Phnom Phen, the Koto Bike Ride, the Fun Run for
Children and the MS and HS Swim Carnivals. Of course, just after publication of this week’s Tin Tuc,
will be the much anticipated performances of this year’s MS/HS Musical — Mama Vina. It is extremely

pleasing to see students taking advantage of these many opportunities and engaging in learning experiences that undoubtedly
broaden their perspectives and experiences.

Regrettable Departure

It is the nature of International Schools that each year some of our faculty move on. Regrettably, due to
personal reasons, our MS Counsellor, Mr. Gerard Knobel will be returning to Australia in the new calendar
year. This is indeed unfortunate for us as Mr. Knobel has made such a positive impression on staff and
students alike during the short time that he has been at UNIS. We are working to ensure that a suitable
arrangement for MS counselling is in place from January and expect to be able to inform the community of
the details of these arrangements prior to the break.

Return of Student Tablets prior to the Break

In order to ensure that student tablets continue to run smoothly, the tablets will be collected for maintenance prior to the winter
break. This is published in the Student Technology Handbook link here and the dates are identified on the UNIS Portal
calendar link here and are also shown below.

If your child is in grades 11 or 12, their tablet will be returned to them on the 18% of December in order that they can use their
tablets over the break. Students in grades 8 through 10 will have their tablets returned to them on January the 11t the first day
of school after the break. If your child would like to pick up their tablet prior to the 11t then they can collect them from the
Tech Office any time after January the 4% between 9:00 and 16:00.

Grades 11 and 12
: December 16%: prior to the start of their final examination, students will return their tablets. Tablets will be
collected at the examination rooms.
If students do not have an examination on December 16t they should return their Tablet to the Tech Office
immediately after their final examination.
. Students will receive their tablets on Friday December the 18® during Homeroom
Grades 8, 9 and 10
December 18t students will hand in their tablets during Homeroom and will be able to pick them up after
January the 4% or on the first day of school.

Not every teenager wants to be in a relationship. You may not feel ready, have made a choice not to be in one, enjoy your
freedom or not have met someone you want to have a relationship with. Such reasoning is perfectly normal. Deciding
whether to have a boyfriend or girlfriend may be a big decision. Thete's no hurry. Remember that it is ok to be single. If you
choose to be single it may give you more time to do stuff that you want to do such as; hanging out with friends, getting
through studies, playing sport, being active in Community & Service, CAS, or after school activities or learning more about
yourself.

How do I know if I want a relationship? It is alright to take time to decide if a relationship is right for you. In making this
decision you may want to consider what you want from a relationship. Different people may want different things. Some of
the qualities of healthy relationships may be: friendship, romance, intimacy, excitement, closeness, honesty, affection, respect,
love, to be listened to, happiness, trust, commitment and ability to allow each other freedom to name just a few!

Am I Ready for a Relationship? It is not unusual to want to be in a relationship as this is a normal part of developing as a
young person. There is no pressure or hurry to find someone you like right away; it's ok to take your time. It may be hard if
you are attracted to someone and you are not sure whether they feel the same way. It takes courage to show someone you are
interested in them.

I am Attracted. What Now? It is important to spend time getting to know the person you are attracted to. What you see
first off may not be who they really are. You can discover more about each other the more time you spend together. If you
already know the person, it may be a good idea to think about how it may affect the friendship if you make a move.

Your Interest is not returned...It may be hard when you realise that a person you are interested in does not feel the same
way. If this happens you may feel rejected, embarrassed or sad. Try to remember the good things about yourself, the interests
that you enjoy, and the good things in your life. Talking to someone you trust may also be helpful. This may be a parent, a
friend, a family member, a relative or even a teacher you trust. If you are finding that your feelings are getting in the way of
doing everyday stuff, it may be helpful to talk to a counselor.
