& I would like to thank all of those community members who attended our
Celebration of Life ceremony for Peter Goverde yesterday afternoon. Ann-

that were in attendance. It definitely helped her to feel that she is not alone. 8

I would also like to thank my administrative and management team, and all of the other l 4:}'.'3
faculty and staff who helped to make the ceremony so special. We are lucky to have a such a caring and supportive
environment here at UNIS Hanoi and it has made us all proud to be associated with it.

All of the research on death and dying indicates that it takes time for each of us to go through the grieving and healing
process. And we proceed through it at a varied pace. We believe we have a good start on that process and our crisis
management team will continue to guide and monitor our students, faculty and staff to insure we continue in this
constructive direction.

This message is also to inform you that we have now had our first confirmed case of HIN1. One of our HS students tested
positive for this virus on Friday morning at SOS clinic. The student had been in isolation since Thursday, has been put a
regimen of Tamiflu, is already seeing signs of recovery, and has been allowed to return home where he will remain
quarantined for 7 days.

After consultation with our medical advisors, we have completed a thorough additional cleaning of the whole campus and
will meet with teachers on Monday morning to go over the symptoms and procedures again. The medical advisors indicated
that responding quickly to symptoms is the key to an aggressive containment campaign of the virus. They also asked me to
encourage all parents to keep students at home if there are any symptoms, and seck medical assistance if the symptoms
worsen.

In the meantime, school will be open as normal on Monday. Working together, I am hopeful that we will maintain a safe
and healthy campus. As always, please contact us should you have any questions.

Welcome to Counselor’s Corner! It has been a difficult time for the UNIS community and no doubt many parents have
had various questions from children regarding the death of Mr. Peter Goverde. 1 trust the communication and
information regarding how to best support you child, sent to you by Dr. Barder and made available through the school’s
website has been useful. Should there be ongoing issue for your child in relation to issue of Mr. Goverde’s passing, please
contact the counseling staff here at UNIS.

This year the three counselors hope to contribute regularly to the newsletter. Karen Hafner, the High School Counselor
will keep you up to date with College related matters, Lillian Canada the Elementary Counselor will focus on issues
specific to that age group and I will generally focus on Middle School matters which many also be applicable to High
School students from time to time.

This week I would like to reflect on the importance of school (not education as such) and what students claim to like most
about their school. Research suggests that fitting in and feeling that they belong at school was one of the major factors in
promoting well-being, self-esteem and resilience in young people. In addition when young people were surveyed about the
positive aspects of their school they listed things such as; socializing with friends, specific teachers, specific subjects, the
physical layout and facilities of the school and learning. (Source: Creating resilient families. A Fuller, 2004).

I have been working in Education for a number of years now and although many students report feeling challenged with
academic programmes, transition to a new school, peer conflict, adapting to new cultures and cities among other things,
many are able to identify things that they liked about the school they attend. In my first few weeks at UNIS 1 have met
with students who are new to the school and I am very pleased to report that many of them reported feeling very positive
about their transition to UNIS and spoke highly of the support they have received from their teachers.

Unfortunately, not all students share or will continue to share the positive experiences that school offers all the time. For
