Last year, our ES Counselor, Ms Lillian Canada held an evening workshop for parents to become informed
and aware of raising boys. At this workshop, the audience viewed the PSB documentary, Raising Cain. As
a follow-up to this evening, the author and narrator of this documentary will be at UNIS on Thursday, 1
April to share his insight with our parents on It’s A Boy — A Comprehensive Presentation for the
Parents of Boys. The program is open to all parents and will start at 18:00 in the canteen. Mark your
schedule now to attend this informative evening and learn more from an expert in the field.

Also mark your schedule for two more sessions: a session with Moms on How To Raise
Responsible Children and a breakfast session with Dads on The Importance of Fathers in Children’s Lives.
Scheduling for these two sessions to be announced in the coming weeks.

Michael Thompson, Ph.D. is a consultant, author and psychologist specializing in children and families. He is the clinical
consultant to The Belmont Hill School and has worked in more than five hundred schools across the United States, as well as
in international schools in Central America, Europe and Asia.

He and his co-author, Dan Kindlon, wrote the New York Times best-selling book, Raising Cain: Protecting the Emotional
Life of Boys (Ballantine Books,1999). He is the author of Speaking of Boys: Answers to the Most-Asked Questions
About Raising Sons (Ballantine, 2000), and co-author (with Catherine O’Neill Grace and Larry Cohen, Ph.D.) of Best
Friends/Worst Enemies: Understanding the Social Worlds of Children (Ballantine, 2001) and Mom, They’re Teasing
Me: Helping Your Child Solve Social Problems (Ballantine, 2002.) About Best Friends, Worst Enemies the Publishers
Weekly review declared, “Not since Dr. Spock and Penelope Leach has there been such a sensitive and practical guide to
raising healthy children.” Dr. Thompson’s book, The Pressured Child: Helping Your Child Achieve Success in School
and in Life (with Teresa Barker, Ballantine, 2004) was written to help parents understand the complex journey of children
through school, from Kindergarten through senior year. He has recently completed writing It’s a Boy!, a comprehensive
guide for the parents of boys, which was released in March, 2008.

A dedicated speaker and traveler, Michael Thompson has appeared on The Today Show, The Oprah Winfrey Show, ABC
20/20, CBS 60 Minutes, The Eatly Show and Good Morning America. He has been quoted in the New York Times, The
Washington Post, Newsweek, Time and U.S. News and World Report and has been a guest on NPR’s “Morning Edition” with
Susan Stamberg, “Talk of the Nation” with Ray Suarez and the Diane Rhem Show. He has written, narrated and hosts a two-
hour PBS documentary entitled “Raising Cain” which was broadcast in January of 2006.

Last Friday, 26th February was designated as Mother Tongue Day and the
ES took the opportunity to draw attention to work currently being
undertaken in their section of the school.

In the Elementary School UNIS only provides
for Mother Tongue Vietnamese within the timetable; however there is an agreed approach to support

for Pre-K students, Tuesday for Kindergarten and Thursday for Grade 1.

Meanwhile, for Grade 2 and above, we offer rooms during our timetable foreign language lessons so
classes can be held. Through this system, in the older ES timetable, we are currently supporting classes for MT French, German,
Swedish, Malay, Korean and Danish, with the children receiving three or four classes per week depending on their grade level.

In selecting a theme for the assembly, the MT teachers were asked to contribute to an ongoing discussion the ES faculty are having
about the language of mathematics. Following on from in-service work by Michael Ymer, the math

have yet to ‘discover’ this book we would commend to you chapter 8 in which the author looks at cultural
differences in mathematics scores and proposes how this may be related to the societal attitudes to work. &
This has led to interesting discussions on the importance of cultural differences in the approach to maths
teaching.

In our Friday assembly, we showcased seven languages from the range present amongst the ES children.
Each group focused on their terminology for numbers and we would like to thank them (French, Korean,
Vietnamese, Swedish, Danish, Japanese and Dutch) for contributing to our ongoing learning journey. The
ES students were able to learn how different cultures learn their multiplication tables and share with others about their home
country. It was a day of numbers which also included facts about the UN. Ask the ES students a number question for example,
“How many nations make up the UN? or How many countries is the UN currently working in?”

Dear Elementary School parents,

As you are probably aware Wednesday 17 March is a very important day in our reporting calendar —our annual Student Led
Conference day in the Elementary School. Information will be coming home next week letting you know when your child’s
Student Led Conference is scheduled. For those of you with us last year you will recall each conference lasts around 60 minutes;
with the time spent in your child’s homeroom class as well as single-subject areas as well.

Students only attend school for the duration of their conference. Please do not send your child to school as if it were a ‘normal’
school day.

As the name implies, Student Led Conference, students take the lead by sharing, discussing and reflecting with their parent’s
different aspects and examples their work. This form of conferencing allows all three parties (parent, students & teachers) to
form a partnership. It offers significant insights into the teaching and learning process of our students that traditional Teacher/
Parent conferences do not.

Student Led Conferences are designed to achieve one or more of the following goals:

1 To encourage students to accept personal responsibility for their academic performance

9 To help the students reflect on the process of self evaluation

T To give students the confidence through talking and discussing their work with parents
To help parents appreciate that we, as teachers, are trying to instill a high degree of understanding in what the students learn

What to Expect at a Student-Led Conference:
1 Your child will do most of the talking in your home language

1 Your child will discuss and show you examples of work in all subject areas
Your child will be able to discuss and reflect on how well they have worked and what they have achieved

On the Conference Day:

1 Ensure that you artive — with your child

i Arrive on time

1 Ask your child questions — this is critical — for them and for you

9 Visit other areas of the school —Art, Music, Physical Education
Don’t be surprised if other conferences are happening at the same time as yours

After the Conference:
T Talk to your child about what you saw

9 Ensure that the child receives positive feed-back
If you have questions then please make a further time to meet with the teacher.
