o Talk to your doctor about recommended immunizations such as: Tdap booster - ages 11-14 (not available in
Vietnam), Gardasil or HPV vaccine - ages 11-14 (prevents cervical cancer in gitls, if you would like more
information on Gardasil please see the nurse’s portal site), meningococcal (MCV4) — ages 11-12 with a
booster before university, all students must have two MMR doses before age 6

o Refill prescription medications: inhalers and epipens must be current in order for us to keep in the clinic, fast
acting antihistamines such as Benadryl
